“Based on AICB’s cyber resilience survey findings, over 70 per cent of Malaysian 
banks still rely on their existing IT security or IT operations to perform cybersecurity-
related functions and responsibilities. This indicates that cyber risks are still largely 
seen as an IT risk, not a business one. Therefore, there is a need to create a greater 
awareness on cyber resilience for the banking sector.” 
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
